ASSEMBLING YOUR SNAPSAFE™ LITTLE TITAN
1. Unpack all parts.
2. Remove DOOR from DOOR FRAME.
3. Assemble parts in order as pictured.
4. TOP – BOTTOM – FRONT – BACK – LEFT SIDE – RIGHT SIDE on each part matches 
the orientation of the part when in position in the assembled safe.
5. LEFT and RIGHT are as you face front of safe.
Note: Pieces fit tightly. If you need a persuader, cover piece with cardboard to protect it.
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1. BACK 
Stand upright (Note: If BACK LINER has 
unseated during shipment, reseat.)

2. LEFT SIDE 
Latch to BACK

3. RIGHT SIDE 
Latch to BACK

4. TOP
Align pins with BACK and SIDES
Do not latch yet.

5. BOTTOM 
Latch both TOP and BOTTOM to 
BACK and SIDES

6. DOOR FRAME 
With door off, align pins, slide in 
place & latch (Seat with a rubber 
mallet if necessary)

Lay safe down

7. Fit TOP FIRE SHIELD 8. Fit LEFT FIRE SHIELD 9. Fit RIGHT FIRE SHIELD 

10. Fit BOTTOM FIRE SHIELD 11. Fit TOP LINER 12. Fit BOTTOM LINER 

13. Fit LEFT SIDE LINER 14. Fit RIGHT SIDE LINER 

Stand safe upright 

15. Attach SHELF TABS 
to SHELF STRIPS and 
Install SHELVES

16. DOOR 
Rehang door onto DOOR FRAME hinges

Close DOOR and rotate handle 
counter-clockwise to lock.

Wall Latches secure BACK, SIDES, TOP, 
BOTTOM and DOOR FRAME in minutes.

YOUR COMBINATION CODE

Your factory preset combination code is in a small envelope wired to 
the door handle of your safe. Store this combination in a location 
other than your safe.

OPENING AND CLOSING YOUR SAFE

Opening:
• Enter the 6-digit combination code plus #.
• Each time a button is pressed it “beeps” and the keypad LED lights.
• If you wait more than 10-seconds, the lock resets itself.
• If you enter an incorrect combination 4-times in a row, the lock will  	   	
   shut down for 15-minutes.
• Rotate handle clockwise into the open position and pull door open.

Closing:
• Close safe door.
• Rotate handle counter-clockwise to the closed position until you hear  	
   bolts engage.

CHANGING YOUR COMBINATION CODE

1.  Open safe door and lock it in open position.
2.  Write down and store (do not store in safe) a new 6-digit code.
3.  Enter: 74 Q then existing 6-digit code plus #.
4.  Enter: 1 Q then new 6-digit code plus #.
5.  Reenter: new 6-digit code plus #.
     • If lock emits 3-beeps, new code is accepted.
     • If lock emits a long series of beeps, new code is not 
        accepted and existing code will still open safe.
6.  Enter and check new code 3-times before closing door.

For example, to change code to 4 4 5 5 6 6 #:

Enter: 74 Q (– – – – – –)  # 1 Q  (4  4  5  5  6  6 )  #  (4  4  5  5  6  6)  #
	       (old code)	           (new code)	             (new code)

CHECKING YOUR LOCK’S BATTERY

Your lock has a “Low Battery Warning” feature that raises the pitch 
of the “beep” when the batteries need replacement.

Your lock also features a “Low Battery Warning Demonstrator” that 
simulates the “Low Battery” signal for one lock cycle.

To operate the “Demonstrator”:
1. Press and hold the Q key until “3-beeps” are heard.
2. Note the pitch of the “beeps.”
3. Enter a valid combination code and listen again to the “beeps”.
    • If the pitch of the “beeps” has changed (is higher), batteries are okay.
    • If the pitch of the “beeps” has not changed, the lock was already in 
      “Low Battery” mode, and the batteries should be changed.

CHANGING YOUR LOCK’S BATTERY

Your safe Is equipped with an electronic lock made with non-volatile 
memory, meaning your combination code is retained even if the batteries are 
no longer powering the lock. If this happens, simply replace the batteries. 

Your lock uses one 9-volt battery. When it is low, the lock emits a noticeably 
higher pitch “beep.” Also, the lock will emit 2-consecutive “beeps” after the 
last number of the combination code plus # is entered.

1. Open safe door and lock it in open position.
2. Find battery holder at bottom of keypad
3.  Pull battery holder slightly forward and down away from keypad.
4.  Remove old battery.
5.  Insert new 9-volt premium alkaline battery into battery holder.
6.  Re-insert battery holder fully into keypad.
7.  Use safe as normal.

DOUBLE SAFEGUARDING VALUABLE PAPERS

Your Snap Safe has a fire protection rating of 2300ºF for one-hour. However, 
we recommend that if you are going to be putting important papers in the 
safe, you first put it in a fire resistant document box, and then put it in the 
safe. 
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This warranty does not cover labor costs outside the continental United States nor does it 
cover emergency labor.

LOST COMBINATION CODE

Our Technical Support at 1-800-342-3033 Ext. 357 will help you once 
you have completed a Master Reset Code Request Form. This form 
can be faxed during regular business hours and must be returned 
completed along with a copy of a valid State ID. You will then be given 
a secured code that allows you to reset the safe to its original factory 
setting. THIS CODE DOES NOT OPEN THE SAFE. Once this step is 
complete, you will be given further instructions to open the safe. A fee 
of $75 will be charged to the owner’s credit card for this service.

BOLTING DOWN YOUR SAFE

We recommend bolting your safe to the floor using two ¼” wedge anchor 
concrete bolts through the predrilled holes in the BOTTOM of the safe.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

With a little care and maintenance your SnapSafe will last a lifetime. 
Keep the door hinge pins lightly greased so that the door opens smoothly. 
Vacuum the inside from time to time, and wipe down the outside with a 
soft cloth and mild detergent. Never use harsh solvents or abrasives on 
any surfaces, as they may damage the exterior finish or interior materials. 

SNAPSAFE ONE-YEAR LIMITED WARRANTY
SNAPSAFE extends a One-Year Limited Warranty from date of receipt to the original purchaser 
of the safe that this product will be free from defects in materials and workmanship under 
normal and proper use from the date of purchase.

The SNAPSAFE One-Year Limited Warranty is on the safe body, door, hinges and lock only 
and excludes natural environmental issues such as lightning, water or wind damage. 

This warranty does not extend to normal wear and tear, surface scratches, or damage due to 
misuse, negligence or accident, improper or exposure to volatile or corrosive agents, waxes, 
cleaning agents and moisture.

The SNAPSAFE One-Year Limited Warranty is contingent upon the proper installation, 
maintenance and use 
of the product and shall not apply in the case(s) of misuse, burglary attack, accidents, 
freight damage, or tampering in any way so as to affect the safe’s normal performance.
